Bilo je sasvim logi¢no da u jednoj od najtoplijih godina otkad se zvani¢no meri
temperatura, karikaturisti, u¢esnici Konkursa Animal cartoon 2024, uskoce sa
perom u ruci u more i malo se rashlade. Koliko im je bilo ugodno brckanje
svedoce radovi iz vise od xxx zemalja. Tema ovogodisnjeg konkursa je bila
morske zivotinje, cudesni svet koji se redje pojavljuje u delima karikaturista,
jer na kopnu vladaju zZivotinje koje su uskocile u odela i okacile kravatu oko
vrata. Kad paZljivije prostudirate sjajne karikature sa ovogodisnjeg konkursa,
jedan od zakljucaka bi bio: prava je Steta 5to i na kopnu ne vladaju morske
Zivotinje, kod kojih se hijerarhija zna i postuje ma koliko to bolelo pa kostalo
i Zivota. A mozda je upravo to obrazac demokratije kojoj Covek tezi, a nije bio
svestan toga, dok mu karikaturisti nisu otvorili oci.

U svet ispod povriine mora uveo nas je Zil Vern u devetnaestom veku, ro-
manom,,20.000 milja pod morem®. Zaludeo je Citaoce neverovatnom pricom o
pustolovinama ispod mora i bogatstvu biljnog i zivotinjskog sveta, nedostup-
nog oku ¢oveka na kopnu. Ekranizacija ovog romana u narednom veku podar-
ila je sladoskuscima maste novu dimenziju, pokretne slike koje su gledaocima
jos vise pribliZile izmastani svet Zil Verna. Roman,20.000 milja pod morem” se
preselio i u strip i tako postao dostupan i crtacima. A sada, ovim konkursom,
taj ¢udesni svet kao nikada do sada u tom obimu, pretocen je u karikaturu,
koja je najsofisticiraniji izrah ¢covekovog duha.

Da li je postojala Atlantida, koju danas nazivaju izgubljenim carstvom? Leg-
enda kaze da je carstvo potonulo i nastavilo da Zivi pod vodom. Ako je zaista
tako, postavlja se pitanje ko vlada tim carstvom? Ubedjen sam da su to mor-
ske zivotininje sa ljudskim osobinama, kao na karikaturama svetskih majstora
pristiglim na prestizni Konkurs Animal Cartoon. Dok na kopnu uglavnom vla-
daju siledzije, u moru bi to mogao da bude i neki nenabildovani mudrac. Mor-
ski koc¢i¢, na primer, elegantni, zamisljeni plivac¢ sa uzdignutom glavom, koji
disciplinuje prozdrljive ajkule i oktopade sa dugim, lepljivim pipcima.

Ali, to je utopija, jer i u vodi, kao i na kopnu, snazniji uvek tlace slabije. Na
kopnu je to pre svih Covek, koji se ne uklapa u nau¢no obrazloZenje da je to
tlacenje ustvari neizbezni lanac ishrane. Jer Covek ne ubija samo da bi se pre-
hranio. Dostojevski je zapisao: ,Covece, ne ponosi se svojom superiorno3¢u
nad zivotinjama, jer one su bez greha, dok ti svojom ,veli¢inom” sknavis$ svet”.
A Leonardo da Vindi je zapisao:,Covek je zaista kralj Zivotinja, jer njegova svire-

post nadmasuje njihovu. Mi zivimo od smrti drugih. Mi smo hodajuce grob-
nice”. Pitagorina misao o zovotinjama: ,Sve dok ljudi budu ubijali Zivotinje,
ubijace i jedni druge. Uistinu, onaj koji seje seme smrti i bola ne moze poznjeti
srecu iljubav”. A ¢ovek koji je potpisan samo inicijalima M.L. napisao je sledecu
reCenicu: “Za savrseno drustvo, niko ne treba da ima manje od Cetiri noge”.
Pitanje za one koji letuju na moru: da li ste se ikada zapitali kakav se buran
Zivot odvija oko vas i ispod vas dok bezbrizno plivate? Da li ste se zapitali kako
vas dozivljavaju morski jeZevi, Skoljke ili ribe koje sanjate u tiganju, natopljene
maslinovim uljem i premazane gran¢icom ruzmarina? Pre gotovo pola veka, iz
cuvene radionice zagrebackog crtanog filma, pojavio se film u kome su se ribe
pritajile i sacekale da se ribari otisnu na more ostavivsi Zene i decu bez zastite.
Kad su se brodice udaljile ka pucini, ribe su izasle na kopno i sa harpunima
nasrnule na selo. Nakon masakra u kome nije bilo milosti prema zenama i deci,
ribe se vracaju u more, a ribari sa ulovom, masakriranim ribama, jastozima i
hobotnicama, vracaju se u opustoseno selo.

Ovu fantasti¢nu metaforu o tome $ta bi usledilo ako se priroda udruZi protiv
Coveka, a to nam se u raznim oblicima ve¢ dogadja, nadgradili su i ucesnici
ovogodisnjeg konkursa Animal Cartoon 2024, poslavsi, izmedju ostalog, i
snaznu poruku da ¢ovek mora da zivi u skladu sa prirodom i poStuje njene za-
kone na kopnu, vodi i vazduhu, ako ve¢ ne postuje zakone koje je sam doneo.
Karikaturisti tu poruku 3alju tako $to nas nasmeju do suza, pa tek naknadno
shvatimo da smo se smejali sami sebi. Svako ¢e sebe pronadi u nekoj od sme-
hotresno naslikanoj morskoj Zivotinji, a oni koji u to veruju, pomislice kako su
u prethodnom Zivotu mozda bili lignja, meduza ili ajkula.

Konkurs Animal Carton 2024 je dopunio mit o barci na koju je Noe sakupio
sve Zivotinje spasivsi ih od potopa. Karikaturisti su svoju barku poronuli ispod
povrsine mora i na nju ukrcali morske Zivotinje. A kada nakon proglasenja na-
gradjenih u beogradskom zooloSkom vrtu osvane izlozba najboljih karikatura
prispelih na konkurs, Beograd ¢e biti jedini grad na svetu u kome ¢e se morske
Zivotinje osecati ugodno i na kopnu.
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NOAH SAILS BENEATH THE SEA

It seems perfectly logical that during one of the warmest years since temperature
has officially started to be recorded, cartoonists (participants of the Animal Cartoon
Competition 2024) jump into the sea, pen in hand, to cool down. The works of sev-
eral countries are a testament to how pleasant it is for them to splash around in the
water.

Since land is ruled by ,superior” animals who have donned suits and ties, it seems
fitting that the theme of this year’s competition be marine animals - a wonderful
world rarely depicted in the work of cartoonists. Whilst carefully studying the bril-
liant cartoons of this competition, one could say that it is a real shame that sea crea-
tures, among whom hierarchy is well-established and respected, in spite of pain
and potential of death, do not rule the land. Perhaps this is the precise template of
democracy that humans seek, but were unaware of until cartoonists opened their
eyes toit.

We were first introduced to the world below the surface of the sea by Jules Verne
in the nineteenth century, with his novel Twenty Thousand Leagues Under the Sea.
He captivated readers with an incredible story of the adventures taking place under
the water’s surface, and the richness of flora and fauna, inaccessible to the eye of
man on land. The film adaptation of this novel was developed the following century,
and gave daydreamers a new perspective, with moving images that brought view-
ers even closer to the imaginary world of Jules Verne. The novel was later depicted
in comics and thus caught the eye of cartoonists. Now, with this competition, this
wonderful world (which has never been depicted on such a scale) is portrayed in
the most sophisticated expression of the human spirit — a cartoon.

Did the lost empire of Atlantis exist? Legend says that the empire sank and contin-
ued to thrive under the sea. If this is true, then we must ask ourselves — who rules
this empire? | am convinced that it is ruled by sea creatures that possess human
traits, such as those depicted in the cartoons of world-famous artists who partici-
pated in the prestigious Animal Cartoon Competition. While land is predominantly
ruled by bullies, the sea might be ruled by the weak and the wise - for instance, the
sea turtle, an elegant and thoughtful swimmer that keeps its head high and disci-
plines voracious sharks, and octopi with long and sticky tentacles.

However, this is utopia. Because in the sea, just like on land, the strong always op-
press the weak. On land, humans are the oppressors, which does not align with
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the scientific rationale of oppression being an inevitable consequence of the food
chain, as humans do not kill solely to feed themselves. Dostoevsky wrote “Man, do
not pride yourself on your superiority to the animals, for they are without sin, while
you, with all your greatness, you defile the earth.” Moreover, Leonardo da Vinci
wrote: “Truly man is the king of beasts, for his brutality exceeds them. We live by the
death of others. We are burial places.” And Pythagoras’ thoughts on animals were:
“As long as men massacre animals, they will kill each other. Indeed, he who sows
the seeds of murder and pain cannot reap the joy of love!” And lastly, a man who
we know only as M.L. wrote the following: “For a perfect group of friends, no one
should have less than four legs.”
| must pose a question to those who vacation at the seaside - have you ever won-
dered what kind of turbulent life unfolds around you, and below you, while you swim
carefree? Have you ever wondered how a sea urchin, shellfish, or fish perceive you?
The ones that you dream of frying in a pan, soaked in olive oil and garnished with a
spring of rosemary. Almost half a century ago, at an animation workshop in Zagreb,
a movie was produced in which a school of fish lay low and waited for the fishermen
to go out to sea, leaving their wives and children unprotected. When their boats trav-
elled to the open sea, the fish came ashore and attacked the village with harpoons.
After the massacre, in which there was no mercy for the women and children, the fish
return to the sea, and the fishermen return to land, to find a devastated village, carry-
ing their catch of the day - butchered fish, lobsters, and octopi.
This fantastic metaphor, of what would occur if nature joined forces against man,
which is already happening to us in various forms today, was built upon by the
participants of this year’s Animal Cartoon Competition. This competition, among
other things, celebrates a strong message - that man must live in harmony with
nature and respect its laws on land, in water, and air, if he does not already comply
with the laws that he himself has passed. The cartoonists emphasize this message
by bringing us to tears with laughter, until we finally realize that we are laughing at
ourselves. Everyone will find themselves in one of the hilariously painted sea crea-
tures, and those who believe in reincarnation will ponder about how they may have
been a squid, a jellyfish, or even a shark in a past life.
The Animal Cartoon Competition 2024 adds to the myth of the ark on which Noah
gathered all animals to save them from the flood. The cartoonists launch their boat
below the surface of the sea and board sea creatures onto it. And once the winners
are announced, an exhibition of the best drawings submitted to the competition
will appear at the Belgrade Zoo, and Belgrade will become the only city in the world
where marine animals will feel comfortable even on land.
this competition shows, the conscience of humanity.
